Booster Club Protocol

I. Role of the Athletic Booster Club

Rockville High School Athletic Booster Clubs exist as an organization of parents and community members that are dedicated to 

A. Support, encourage, and advance the athletic programs.  Booster Clubs demonstrate school spirit and good sportsmanship at all times.

B. Stimulate community interest in school-related activities.

C. Promote projects that might improve facilities and equipment necessary to provide a competitive athletic program for the high.

D. Support the coaching staff and athletes at all levels of play.  The Booster Club shall not try to influence the coach’s or athletic department’s decisions in any way.
E. Abide by the rules and guidelines set forth by the CIAC, Vernon Board of Education, and Rockville High School.

II. Financial Responsibilities

Acting as an organization partnered with Rockville High School and the Vernon Board of education, certain financial responsibilities fall upon the Booster Clubs.

A. The Booster Club is responsible for any insurance or liability for a planned activity.  The Booster Club does not fall under the Vernon Board of Education insurance policy.

B. The Booster Club must provide the Athletic Department a yearly financial report by June 30th.

C. The Booster Club may purchase equipment or supplies for athletic teams that will not be covered in the annual budget.  These requests for donations should be made through the coaches and the Athletic Director.

D. Fundraising activities involving Rockville High School students should be approved by the Athletic Director.  Code of conduct for students should follow the RHS handbook.
III. Relationship with Coaches

Booster Clubs and coaches are encouraged to work together to provide a quality experience for the student athletes.  The coach should be part of the communication between the club and the Athletic Director.  The coach may approach the Booster Club with fundraising ideas and requests for supplies, however all such requests should go through the Athletic Director.  Members of the Booster Club must respect and not interfere with the authority of the coaches.
IV. Relationship with Athletic Director

The Athletic Director, coaches, and Booster Clubs are expected to collaborate and keep the student athletes’ best interests in mind.  Any Booster Club related activity that needs approval from the Superintendent’s office shall be overseen by the Athletic Director.
V. Other
A. Membership of any Booster Club must be voluntary and non-discriminatory.

B. At the start of each season each Booster Club must provide the Athletic Director with a list of officers and a contact person.

C. The Booster Club shall have at least one meeting discussing the vision and goals of the season/year.

D. The Booster Club should assist the coach in planning the end-of-season banquet.

E. The Booster Club must have on file with the Athletic Director a set of by-laws and guidelines.
